To be considered, please complete and submit the attached Workshop Presenter Application by Tuesday, January 31, 2012.  Applicants will be notified by February 10, 2012 if their proposals have been selected for the conference.
If selected, presenters will register for the event the same as all other participants (we are unable to provide speaker discounts or compensation of any kind).  Additional information about online registration, travel, lodging reservations, etc. will be provided in early 2012.  Presenters are also asked to submit electronic copies of final handouts and other training materials by April 1, 2012, as the electronic versions of the training sessions will be made available to participants.  Furthermore, presenters are asked to bring 30 sets of copies for each workshop that they present.  Any leftover copies will be distributed to attendees, if the presenter does not wish to keep them.  Finally, presenters are asked to bring their presentations loaded on their own laptop computers (if needed) to keep costs down.
